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Here are some questions about recruiting young women and other under-represented minorities into your GUTS clubs and on to Challenge teams.

1.  Who else at your school should be involved?

2.  How are you going to involve parents?

3.  Can you find names, emails and phone numbers of women and under-represented scientists and mathematicians to invite to your school to talk with students this coming year?

4.  How can you implement near-peer mentoring in your school (where middle schoolers working with elementary students, high schoolers with mid school students) to build self confidence in young women and minorities?

5.  How can you work to get more AP classes at your high school and support young women and minorities attending these classes?

6.  How can you work with school adminstrators and counselors to help them see the importance of computer science in middle and high school curriculum and to get girls and minorities to take rigorous classes?

7.  How can you show students the career opportunities in computer science?

8.  How can you keep up to date with hands on engaging projects for all your students?
